* In addition to the 18 target sC-initial words (6 st, 6 sn, 6 sl), each test included six distractors that consisted of unrelated non sC-initial pseudowords (e.g., neki, isnadu). To aid learning and recall, these words were presented to the participants (in both instruction and tests) accompanied by their associated pictorial representations (as shown in Appendix B) so that the participants could establish word-to-meaning associations. The tests, however, did not assess the acquisition of vocabulary and associated meaning.
