The corrected sentence appears below:

“Wild-type, SCID, Rag2-/- γC-/-, and IL-17A-/- mice were endonasally challenged with 2 μg LPS (in a solution of 50 μl; 40 μg/ml) or 50 μl of saline (0.9% NaCl, B. Braun) on four consecutive days (Supplementary Figure 1A).”
